English 11A &B and Honors English 11A&B (01003 English/Language Arts III: 11th grade)
English 11A&B and Honors English 11A&B develop students’ writing skills, emphasizing clear, logical writing patterns, word choice, and usage, as students write essays and begin to learn the techniques of writing research papers. Students will read works of literature, which often form the backbone of the writing assignments. Literary conventions and stylistic devices may receive greater emphasis than in previous courses.

Grading

Assessing your achievement in this class will be based

on daily work, quizzes, tests, projects and the final exam.  

Grades will be tallied this way:

· Daily work, quizzes = 20% of your trimester grade.

· Tests and projects    = 80% of your trimester grade.

· The final exam         = 20% of your final grade.

Students are expected to bring the following to class daily:

Class participation expectations: 

A tardy, as defined by Mr. Maltby, is not being fully in the room when the bell begins to ring. A warning will be issued the first tardy. Any student with two tardies will receive a 1/2-hour lunch detention.  Three tardies garners two lunch detentions.  Half hour detentions must be made up in two days or the incident is passed on to Saturday school and privileges will be suspended for a week.  Hour detentions must be made up in three days (one lunch in two days and the second in three days). Four and five tardies equates to one Saturday school and suspension of privileges for one week. Additional tardies will result in further discipline determined by the principal. The HANDBOOK gives more information regarding behavior and absences.  

If a student is absent, he/she needs to check the class tray and/or a classmate for missed work. All students are responsible for getting their missed work. Staying after school may be required. Each student will be allowed three personal hall passes per trimester.  Students using a hall pass must sign in and out, recording their names and times as well as the reason for their pass.  Planners are not signed by Mr. Maltby; you must take your paper passes. Any unused passes are 5 pts extra credit each.
